All vessels in Port on Monday 4 March at mid-day 12:00LT are invited to sound one prolonged blast on their 

ships whistles. 

This salute is to mark the occasion of the Royal National Lifeboat Institution (RNLI) 200th anniversary in appreciation of 

the RNLI and its volunteers.  

A Trent class all-weather lifeboat will be in the Port at the time to receive the salute.  

The RNLI is the charity that saves lives at sea. Funded entirely by voluntary donations and with lifeboats crewed by 

specially-trained volunteers throughout the UK and Ireland, the RNLI is a truly unique rescue organisation that has 

saved over 146,000 lives since 1824.
